Manila Economic and Cultural Office Statement
November 12, 2013, Taipei

Last Friday, Nov. 8, 2013, Typhoon Yolanda (Haiyan) - one of the strongest typhoons to make landfall in recorded history
- hit the Philippines, ravaged a large part of the Visayas region and wrought vast destruction especially to the provinces
of Leyte and Samar. As of Monday, President Benigno Aquino Il has declared a State of National Calamity to accelerate
government efforts to save, render aid, and rehabilitate areas and provinces impacted by the typhoon.

Due to the loss of electricity and communication in many areas, hard figures have been hard to come by but as of
Monday, the National Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Council (NDRRMC) confirmed at least 1,774 deaths,
with unofficial preliminary estimates by local authorities stating that the death toll may reach 10,000.

Pending further updates, a total of 2,095,262 families (9,679,059 persons) have been affected and a total of
P461,199,523.48 (around NT307,466,348.67) worth of damages - P87,997,500.00 (around NT58,665,000) to
infrastructure and P373,202,023.48 (around NT248,801,348.67) to agriculture - have been reported.

The international community has responded to the scale of loss of life and property with pledges of humanitarian
assistance and disaster relief to the victims of the Typhoon. The Taiwan government alone has coordinated with public
and private resources — including the Buddhist Compassion Relief Tzu Chi Foundation, Fo Guang Shan, Ling Jiou
Mountain and Dharma Drum Mountain and the Red Cross Society - and has deployed several flights of C-130 cargo
planes to airlift relief supplies and a medical service team in addition to a donation of US$200,000.

To the Taiwan government, her people and members of the international community from both the public and private
sector that have taken the initiative to extend help, MECO offers our sincerest thanks on behalf of the Filipino people
and our government— however, much still needs to be done.
